They shall primarily be responsible for 
following schedules, menus, food leftover storage procedures, and other assignments; assuring quality 
procedures in food handling; coordinating pre-meal duties for kitchen specialists; and the maintenance 
and cleaning of all kitchen equipment. 
 
Key Job Functions 

• Works with the Cooks to organize food serving according to menu. 
• Follow schedules, menus, food leftover storage procedures, and other assignments. 
• Assures quality procedures in food handling and transporting to meet program needs. 
• Responsible for all items needed for each meal, place settings, condiments, and all other serving 

needs. 
• Cleans kitchen equipment and assists with other cleaning as available. 
• Coordinates pre-meal duties according to schedules prepared by the Food Service Director and

Other Duties 

• A summer staff member in a small organization like Pine Ridge is often called upon to perform a 
wide variety of duties. This may include many of the following duties (not an exhaustive list): 

o Assisting with maintenance duties like repairs, construction, landscaping, and lawn care. 
o Assisting with housekeeping duties like cleaning, sweeping, and mopping.
